Swachhata Hi Seva 2024 at Indian Instituteof Information Technoloqgy (111 T) Nagpur

“SWACHHATA HI SEVA 2024” fortnight (September 17, 2024 to October 02, 2024) is being observed at
Indian Institute of Information Technology (I11T), Nagpur. As a part of the campaign various activities
are being conducted by the “Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat” team.
The campaign started with the cleanliness drive under which students, staff and faculty of the IIIT Nagpur
visited a nearby village named as “Waranga” under the supervision of Institute co-ordinator Dr. Kirti
Dorshetwar.
A series of competitions at IIIT Nagpur aimed at spreading awareness and encouraging creativity around the
theme of Environment, Cleanliness, Clean and Green India was organized on 18" September.
As a part of the next activity, with the theme: "Honour to Swachhata Workers", a tree plantation drive was
organized by the EBSB Team of I11TN on 19th September 2024 near the hostel building of the Institute
under the campaign Sawachhata Hi Seva 2024.

During the camp, a team
of doctors including Dr. Sushant Gaikwad and Dr. Bharti Agade from MAX Healthcare Nagpur visited the
Institute along with the medical staff and necessary equipments.

2024 campaign was organized by Ek Bharat Shreshth Bharat team at I11T Nagpur on 23" September 2024.
