TOI is closely tracking lIIT-N’s growth, right from the time its demand was first raised by Vidarbha Economic Development (VED)
Corporation in 2011 till it was conceptualized and started operations in 2016. On April 12, 2008, TOI first reported about Union
HRD ministry’s decision to set up lliTs taken during the 11th Five Year Plan (2007-12) to address the chalienges faced by the IT
industry and growth of the domestic IT market on private-public-partnership (PPP) mode.

The prestigious institution started operation from the BSNL Regional Telecom Training Centre (RTTC) at Seminary Hills and
shifted to its permanent campus from April 1 last year. Currently, it offers BTech courses in Computer Science and Engineering

In a 1st, llIT Nagpur to have IT park at new campus

Nagpur: The Indian Institute of Information Technology here (lIT-Nagpur) plans to have its own IT park in two years at its
permanent campus at Waranga on Wardha Road, where software companies can operate their units. It would be the first
among all lllTs in India to have such a facility for students who can do internships in the software units. The IlIT-N also plans to
build an international standard community centre there.

The premier institution’s plans were revealed during a media interaction organized on Monday to inform about its first
convocation ceremony to be held on January 28. On January 23, TOI had published details about the ceremony. Director
Omprakash Kakde, in-charge dean Ashwin Kothari, registrar Kailash Dakhale and publicity officer Prof Kirti Dorshetwar shared
the dais.

As per the director, the placements for its first two batches were impressive despite the Covid-19 pandemic. “The first batch
secured 73% placements, while 85% students were placed in the second. The highest annual package offered was Rs46.75
lakh while the average was Rs8.44 lakh. In the third batch that will graduate this year, 73% students have already been placed,
while interviews and recruitment are underway,” he said.

The institution run by Union ministry of education (formerly MHRD) has inked pacts with 16 organizations for research and other
purposes. It included AlIMS, IIM, CIIMS and others. The HCL Foundation would be undertaking mass afforestation initiatives for

IIIT-N with plantation of 10,000 trees and rainwater harvesting on over 18 acres of land.

The institution of national importance has received approval for seven research project proposals with sanctioned funding of

Rs1.39 crore.

Kakde said, “After starting our journey under the VNIT's mentorship, we have now reached a phase where we are no longer
dependent. We are always on the lookout for new ideas. Even before the pandemic, we were the first ones to introduce a PhD
course for working professionals in 2018.”

“After deliberations with the board, we cancelled the one-year on campus attendance condition and offered online
consultation. Currently, 70 candidates are pursuing PhDs from here and almost six will complete their research this year,” Kakde
said, adding that they had about 1,050 students enrolled.

About the implementation of National Education Policy (NEP), the director said that they were the frontrunners in it by allowing
the students to choose from majors and minors, while also promoting multi-disciplinary studies and multiple entries and exits.
