‘Don’t just seek jobs, be job creators too’

Nagpur: The Indian Institute of Information Technology, Nagpur (lIIT-N), conducted its first convocation virtually for the first two
graduating batches of 2020 and 2021, on Friday, at their newly built Waranga campus on Wardha Road.

The institute director, registrar, dean, board of governors, and senate members, were on the dais. Board of Governors (BOG)
chairman K Sanjay Murthy, secretary (higher education), ministry of education presided over.

Minister of State (MoS) for Education Subhas Sarkar, who was the chief guest, urged students to remain steadfast in their efforts
towards creation of a modern India. He also stressed on the different spheres of the ‘Indian Knowledge System’, quoting
examples from Rig VVeda, and describing the various sutras of Yantranavam, Yuktikalpataru, Vimanasutram, and Roudridarpana
Yantram.

The minister further said that finding a job should not be the only aim of a student, and that they should also lay emphasis on
being job creators. “Our Prime Minister has repeatedly told us that start-ups are the backbone of New India. The government
had favoured start-ups, both in the software and manufacturing sectors. So, you must go ahead and embrace all opportunities

that come your way,” he said.

In his opening remarks, director Omprakash Kakde read the institute report, listing out the achievements. He also
congratulated the graduating students and urged them to keep in touch with their alma mater.

Murthy congratulated the graduating students and advised them to devote some time to work on the challenges facing the
community by providing innovative solutions. He also urged the students to foster entrepreneurship skills to help pave way for
the development of ‘Made in India’ productis and ‘Digital India’ services.

“The skills you have learnt during the course of your degree are going to come in handy in achieving the objectives of the

‘Digital India’ programme.” he said.

The institute conferred 195 undergraduate degrees, of which 47 (27 of CSE and 20 of ECE) were of the 2020 batch, and 148
(93 of CSE and 55 of ECE) were of 2021 batch.

Additionally, 50 post-graduate diplomas in Information and Communication Technology were awarded to the officers of Military
College of Telecommunication Engineering, Mhow. Anushree Laddha (CSE batch) won the ‘Academic Excellence Award for
2020’ and Ankit Barai (CSE batch) won it for 2021, while Kartik Gupta bagged the highest package of Rs46.75 lakh per annum
among both the batches.
